 Piano II

Course Description
This course is a continuation of Piano 1, with a greater emphasis placed on speed and accuracy of playing and sight-reading. 

Course Content Essential Understanding
The student will gain confidence through performance, have an appreciation for the difficulty of musical proficiency, and develop strategies for comprehending a new language.

Foundations of Learning Skills
This class functions at a Level 2 in the areas of Reading, Awareness and Creativity. Students will learn to:
• Foster curiosity, emergence of passions, healthy skepticism
• Reflect on personal values, set and obtain goals
• Develop ethical responsibility to peers
• Create with purpose and intent using given resources
• Develop intuition and problem-solving skills
• Identify talent
 Use active reading strategies and contextual clues to read for connections

This class also functions at a Level 3 in the areas Reading, Awareness and Creativity. Students will learn to:
 Recognize theme/motif to read for connections
 Recognize and appreciate alternative perspectives
 Articulate personal voice and intent
